PORTO SANTO, MADEIRA
The history of the island of Porto Santo begins from the depths of the Atlantic Ocean, 
an enormous was born that pierced the earth’s crust and brought to the surface an 
island. Over time, and in the most diverse ways, thousands of living beings from the 
Mediterranean region and the African continent arrived on the island that would later be 
called Porto Santo. 

The people from Porto Santo were fighters, resilient, and ingenious, they created a rich 
cultural identity in a territory that has very peculiar characteristics, highlighting the 
immensity of its beach, its rurality, its islets and the surrounding sea.

It has well-preserved ecosystems and species of exceptional interest for the 
conservation of nature and biodiversity, being recognised for the high scenic value of its 
natural and humanized landscapes. 

Porto Santo is an island full of natural and cultural treasures. From a tourist point of 
view, the abundance of sun, the extensive 9km sandy beach and the sea of crystalline 
and warm waters that blend into the immense shades of blue, give an attractive, but 
reductive, the image of Porto Santo. The mild and moderate climate throughout the year 
and the sea temperature that can fluctuate between 17°C and 22°C make the island an 
attractive place even in the winter months.

All these factors and characteristics contribute to the Porto Santo island, over the years, 
being able to stand out for its uniqueness and genuineness, it won several national and 
international distinctions that allow us to continuously affirm the exceptionality of the 
tourist destination. Classified as a Unesco Biosphere Reserve (2020) the island has a 
unique bio and geodiversity to discover, also won 1st  place in the contest “Praia do Porto 
Santo” - One of the safest beaches in Europe” by European Best Destinations (2021), 
furthermore, won 1st place as “Europe’s Most Romantic Destination – Valentine’s Day – 
Porto Santo” by European Best Destinations (2021), was considered the “World Capital 
of Underwater Video and Photography” by CMAS (2021) and in 2012 the award of 
“Beaches and Dunes” in the “7 Wonders – Beaches of Portugal” contest.



COMPETITION VENUE
The venue of the 2023 Champions Cup is in front of the Pestana Hotel. 
This will guarantee to all the participants the maximum simplicity in internal transfers, 
everything is within walking distance. The venue is a long and wonderful beach, with 
golden sand and a blue sea.

		  BH Championship can be registered (maximum one team per country)
	 •	 Priority for accepting substitute teams will be given to teams from new countries and 	
		  to countries with only one team confirmed
	 •	 In any case the organising nation and the title holder nation cannot have more than 3 	
		  teams registered

SQUAD LIST
The national federations have to submit the preliminary squad list (max 28
players and 6 team officials) that are registered in the nominated club 21 days before 
the start of the competition (21 September 2023)

The final squad list of 14 players and 4 team officials has to be submitted by 5 October 
2023. Only players already registered via the preliminary delegation list will be 
accepted on the final list.

At the technical meeting on 11th October 2023, the teams announced 12 out of 14 
players from the final delegation list taking part in the competition. A maximum of 
two (2) changes are allowed at any stage of the event from the final delegation list; 
the substituted player(s) may eventually rejoin the squad at a later stage, but always 
respecting the maximum number of two (2) changes.

If a team has nominated less than 14 players, it may nominate one additional player 
(from the preliminary list) during the tournament. This registration has to be done 
one hour prior to the respective game at the latest, including the presentation of the 
passport of the player to the EHF delegate responsible for the match.

PAYMENTS
EHF
A deposit payment of €2,000 will be taken from the respective national federation’s 
accounts and used in case of need. All teams participating in the Champions Cup have 
to pay a registration fee of €200 per team which will be deducted from the deposit 
payment. Therefore max. €1,800 will be re-transferred after the Champions Cup.  
The deposit payment can also be covered by a bank transfer from the team.  
Please specify the preferred payment method at the registration.

The booking of the accommodation via the local organiser is obligatory for all teams 
and team members (players and officials). The accommodation and airport transfer 
(optional) are paid directly to the POR Handball Federation.

Bank transfer is obligatory for paying the accommodation and additional transfers. 
No cash payment can be accepted during the event.

The teams have to pay 50% of the accommodation costs at the moment of the booking 
to be done by 15 September 2023 and the last payment needs to be settled by 29 
September 2023.
